The Regional Transportation Authority is the fiscal manager of the $2.1 billion regional transportation plan approved 
by Pima County voters on May 16, 2006. The RTA Board is comprised of elected representatives from the cities of 
Tucson and South Tucson, Pima County, the towns of Marana, Oro Valley and Sahuarita, the Pascua Yaqui Tribe and 
the Tohono O’odham Nation. A representative of the Arizona State Transportation Board also serves on the board. For 
more information about the RTA plan, visit www.RTAmobility.com or call (520) 770-9410.
