3. Review and comment on a draft resolution regarding transportation plan implementation

A resolution has been drafted for review which provides a general framework for implementing RTA
transportation plan elements, should the plan be approved by the voters in May. The resolution builds upon the
policies adopted by the RTA Board in November, and expresses the jurisdictions’ commitment to work together
to develop a more detailed Memorandum of Understanding, and to coordinate RTA plan implementation. 1t will
be submitted to the jurisdictions for endorsement by their elected bodies prior to May. The resolution generally
addresses the transportation plan implementation topics of uniform mitigation, functionality, accountability and
transparency, and public involvement during the corridor planning process.

4. Memorandum of Understanding for Implementing the RTA Transportation Plan’s Elements
The Committee will discuss the outline of a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) currently being drafted which
provides greater detail and guidance for transportation plan project implementation and coordination among the
jurisdictions and the RTA. The MOU will address topics such as public involvement, roadway development
standards, project management, utility relocations, accounting and auditing procedures, and many others.

5. Status of the Public Information, Education and Qutreach effort
RTA staff will provide an update on the public information, education and outreach effort, as well as materials
being produced to describe the transportation plan to the public.

6. Call to the audience
The public will have the opportunity to speak before the Committee. Speakers are limited to a three-minute oral
presentation and may submit written comments of any length for the Committee’s files. Those wishing to address
the Committee should complete a Citizen Information Card prior to the meeting being called to order specifying
the topic to be addressed. Individual Committee Members may respond to criticism made by those individuals
who have addressed the Committee and may ask staff to review a matter and place it on a future agenda.
However, the Committee will not discuss or take action on a matter raised during a call to the Audience/Public
that is not already on the agenda.
